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Scores

TOTAL SCORE

The score to the right indicates the number of correct answers this
candidate had on this test. The maximum number correct is 32.

PERCENTILE

Percentile ranks show the percentage of the reference group with
scores below the candidate's score. For example, a percentile rank of
63 means that the candidate has performed better than 63% of the
candidates in the reference group; a percentil rank of 25 means that the
candidate has performed better than only 25% of the reference group.

STANINE

Stanines are standard scores based on a scale of nine equal units that
range from a low of 1 to a high of 9. In general, stanines of 1 through 3
are considered below average, 4 through 6 average, and 7 through 9
above average in comparison to the reference group.
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
